Again we are very pleased to participate in the exhibition
20 YEARS at Bangkok Art & Culture this year. After the successful
exhibition “Contemporary Video Art Thailand & Austria / EU Friendship”
in December 2022 in Austria, at KiG! Kultur in Graz, for which Komson
Nookiew was fortunately able to come to Austria in person to set up the
exhibition, the next exhibition will soon take place again in Thailand. His
commitment to the permanent continuation of this cultural exchange
project ensures continuity and further dissemination.

In 2017, | had the opportunity to be present for the first time at
the presentation of EVA as part of the ART CONTAINS project series by
Gertrude Moser-Wagner and to meet Komson in person. Gertrude, who
has been living in Vienna for many years, deliberately anchored this proj-
ect series in the rural area of her home country. Part of this project se-
ries are artlabs lasting several days in her idyllic forest hut in the province
of Styria to work in a group on the exhibition planned for the following
year.

Atelierhaus. | spent many hours there to see as many videos as possible
and was impressed by the diversity.

| welcome this regular artistic exchange of our European
countries with Thailand and | am happy that “EVA -Experimental Video Art
Exhibition” already looks back on twenty years. This is worth celebrating
and congratulating Komson Nookiew for his vision, but probably also for
his persistence. On the one hand, the experimental video track is for the
informal, artistic-technical proof of an exciting development of video art
at and between universities in his own country. His special commitment as
a professor in charge is rooted in this. | was able to convince myself of such
a focus through my own presentation in Chiang Mai in 2017. On the other
hand, however, this has already generated a video art history of its own
kind, which connects the project with European countries abroad.

There was a first Austrian-Thai art relationship in 1999, even before
the prominent performance art festival ASIATOPIA (2004, curated by Rolf
Hinterecker, for the Austrian part in Bangkok) namely Graz artists, who
made a first exchange of art activities 2 of our two countries in the sector of
performance art. Colleagues from the art association W.AS. who
participated in the “Womanifesto Il - an International Women's Art
Exchange Exhibition” in Bangkok, Eva Ursprung, Doris Jauk-Hinz and
others. This participation resulted in the exhibition “Visual Culture -
TouristIndustry” the following year, which presented contemporary art from
Thailand in the Forum Stadtpark Graz through performances and lectures
by its guests (initiated and co-curated by Eva Ursprung).

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Initiated and curated by me in Vienna, FARANG - 2005 was shown at
several locations here, such as Kunsthalle project-space, MACHFELD
Studio, Fotogalerie Wien. In this context the "EVA -Experimental Video
Art Exhibition” could be shown in Vienna: Hardly had Thai art, especially
videos, been seen in Vienna in the mid-2000s. Twelve years
after FARANG | initiated and curated another presentation of the "EVA -
Experimental Video Art Exhibition”, this time in the context of "art
contains, 2017" and shortly after at the “Art Brunch im Bad" in Graz. There, the
above-mentioned Eva Ursprung, initiator/curator at Schaumbad - Freies
Atelierhaus Graz, invited to an artist talk and a video exhibition, which,
after the first artistic exchange, closes the circle with Graz again.

And now it is really 20 years since we started! Behind us lies a
pandemic that made physical exchange impossible, but deepened the
questions to art, put it in a new light. | congratulate all of us for these
activities, even in times of upheaval, of fluctuating uncertainty, because
who, if not art, holds visions and creates resonances, balance, hope. | would
also like to thank all those who made this possible, Komson Nookiew, his
team, the participating artists for their work and the institutions for their
support.

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Congratulations!

This short text is intended as a formal contribution to the
celebration of 20 years of activities under the appealing program title
Experimental Video Art. The ,experimental” component of this program
label evokes a possible link to historical cinematographic movements
and ideas, as well as to the creative privilege of experiment-based
research in any field to develop own techniques and methods. The use
of any kind of ,standards” is not literally part of an experimental
process; nor is the reference to traditional solutions or languages,
or the application of known methods as optimized tools. The idea
of optimization itself sounds non-inherent to an experimental
work of art; much more attributes like ,original” or ,unique”, and
a set of attributes related to fragility, noise, lack of control, cheap
or unsafe tools, and the fact, that the applied language will not be
,accessible” for (m)any viewer(s). Personally, as an artist and an
incurable fetishist of the moving image, | like not knowing what
I'm watching to, not (immediately) understanding how to ,read” the
images I'm looking at; | like being forced into a new dimension of time;
realizing how strongly sound affects my visual perception;
forgetting about a beginning and an end. My first argument of
congratulation concerns expressly the perpetration of the
experimental idea applied to video art: thank you so much for doing this!

Since 2017 | had the oppurtunity to support this Thai-European
forum introducing it to art students based in Germany; together with
them | presented selected works of art: experimental enough, in their
diversities, decontextualized enough to bcome nontranslatable. This
form of participation reminds me of a particular poetic gesture of
telecommunication-literally necessary forthe project to happen-:sending
something without expecting feedback, without knowing the final
recipient, as a gift, a simple gesture of friendship.

The package of works we sent this year from Kunstakademie
Dusseldorf has a strong connection to performance and the staging of
personal ,materials” such as dreams,

family relationships and traumas, life crisis and questions about
one’s own identity.Some of them show a pronounced intermedial attitude,
questioning the relation between form and object, the reality of shells,
images, textures. They perform all the spectrum from photorealistic
to computer generated esthetics, and refer to so many relevant
contemporary discourses, questioning materialism and science, the
fundamentals of value, the idea of subject and its ,objectivity”,
and other things that should be unlearned. But it is this reference
to an transnational friendship that best explains our showing, not the
discourses, not our ,being situated”—meaning the specific perspective
from where we are showing—: we simply show what we can, because that
is the very essence of transcultural friendship.



Let me congratulate expressly for your efforts to setup an
international exhibition, and let me thank you for asking me/us to be part
of your network of friendship. In this connection, | would like to express
special thanks to my colleague Komson Nookiew. All my sympathy also
goes to the short form of the program name, EVA, like a primal word from
the time when the names to be invented needed only a few sounds and
wanted to be both specific and universal and timeless at the same time.
EVA isreally a great name for an exhibition series, | wish EVA another 100
years!

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Postmodern Travellers

The global tourist industry and an increasingly globalized mass
media have a major impact on our perception of locality, tem-
porality, as well as cultural identity. Not only have conventional
transport and travel altered our sense of distance, but also we
have entered the postmodern digital space where our sense of
“the Other” is mediated by images rather than context. The
postmodern traveller's assumption of the world is no longer
grounded in reality which intensifies a sense of dislocation,
difference and fragmented subjectivity.

Today tourism has made even the remotest areas of the world
accessible and turned them into new commodities for con-
sumerism'’s global marketplace. To travel to a different country,
and to see and experience other cultural customs, is never free
from misinterpretation and sometimes even conflict. Bound to
the economic demands of a country, the tourist industry has
created environments for visitors including hotels, restaurants,
stores and visitor services that seem increasingly similar, how-
ever, attractive as one is enchanted by the cultural difference,
beauty and regional distinction of a foreign country.

This familiarity of places where one resides only temporarily is
deceptive though and often leads to cultural misunderstanding.
The tourist gaze tends to misread the signals that are cultural-
ly defined and interprets them in a way that is known to her or
him. This mutual influence of different cultures caused by
tourism, and the fabrication of materials, ideas and souvenirs
that represent and sell a different culture, therefore gradually
seem to confuse geographical space and cultural identity.
The assumptions the postmodern traveller makes of reality and
one's own self-awareness are today a mix of various stop-
overs in foreign countries perceived not only through actual
travelling but also through the circulation of mass produced
images of various locations. New media sustain the promotion-
al purposes of the tourist industry, as well as the postmodern
traveller documents individual impressions and experiences in
photographs and video recordings while visiting another cul-
ture. The use of new media increasingly contributes to the
postmodern sense of displacement individually and culturally,
and the postmodern traveller is already part of a ceaseless
journey around the world in support of the global tourist
industry.
